Transition Questions & Answers

Q: My friends at other churches have their ministers assigned or at least immediately replaced, why do

we have to wait and find our next minister ourselves?

A: In the Presbyterian Church (PCUSA) every church is given the freedom to prayerfully discern who is being
called to serve with them. We accomplish this by nominating and electing a Pastor Nominating Committee
(PNC). This PNC begins its work as soon as the currently installed pastor (Pastor Kathryn) has finished their
terms of Call. Right now the 2009 Nominating Committee is at work discerning the seven members that will
form the PNC and at the Annual Congregational Meeting on 3/1 the PNC for our church will be elected.

Q: That all sounds like it could take some time. What do we do in the meantime?

The Session is responsible for worship and congregational care. At this time the plan is to bring in supply

Kathryn and her parents are having a new townhome built in Mechanicsburg. It is not scheduled to be done
until the end of May.
