eyes. The beauty of a freshly cut lawn. The bright blue sky
filled with gigantic contrasting pure white clouds. A view
from the top of a mountain overlooking a glorious

valley. After a miserable day, these are the things that

makes us realize that we play just a small part in God's
great creation.

When we really think about vision though, we must go

beyond what we see with our eyes. We have to discover
what is in our minds, hearts and souls. Our vision is not
simply our eye's interpretation of the world around us. Our
vision is how we see the unseen. Our vision is what we
envision as our future, not what we have already

experienced.

The PNC led the congregation on a Vision Day

This was an
invaluable tool which gave us invaluable data. As we reflect
on the discussions in our groups and the interactions

between the members, we should come to the realization
