Dear Friends in Christ Jesus,  
 

Vision is an amazing gift.  We can see.  Jesus repeatedly points 

out that people have a hard time seeing.  He wants his disciples 

to learn to see what God sees ð to see with Godõs heart.   
 

Jesusõ vision for his followers can be found in John 17: 20-26.  These verses 

offer us great insight into the heart of Jesus and his vision for his disciples 

of the 21 st  century.  But so does Matthew 28: 19 -20.  Open your Bible and 

read about his vision for us.  
 

It is a vision of relationship .  It is a vision, òThat they, (meaning we) may by 

one even as the Father and I are one.ó  Jesusõ heart is freely bound in 

relationship of oneness with the Father and he prays that we will be 

freely bound to God and to one another.  We can be and are because of the 

peace of Godõs love in Jesus Christ.  Jesus also has a vision for us in 

relationship with all people ð showing and proclaiming this peace with God to 

others.  
 

This is Jesusõ vision.  He prays that we will not keep God at armõs length, but 

will open ourselves to the Holy Spiritõs indwelling comfort and challenge day by 

day.  Jesus charges his disciples to tell Godõs saving love and to make disciples.   

In the tradition of Jesusõ teaching this is Dickinsonõs vision statement: 
 

We envision a blossoming and informed congregation that looks and 
serves beyond itself, whose empowerment from God has no boundaries.  

 

That blossoming and service can only come from our relationship with God.  

What will foster Jesusõ vision of relationship  among us?  Everyday each one 

of us is creating DPC, -  we are the church.  What we do, or donõt do; what 

we say or donõt say; what we pray or donõt prayéééó   
 

Think about your relationship to God and to the people of this congregation.  

Do you sense a spiritual hunger to grow closer to God and one another and at 

the same time be ready to spread the Gospel?  Pray and reach out to someone 

here.  Someone you havenõt talked with recently, who might be surprised to 

hear from you; someone from a different generation than yours;  someone you 

see often, but usually talk with about church work.  Call them just to see how 

they are doing.  Bless someone with the fellowship of Christõs church.   Think 

about sharing Christõs love with people outside the church, pray for their well-

being intentionally and be a friend to someone who doesnõt know the love of 

God in Jesus Christ.  Jesusõ vision is our way of life!
